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This documentation tries to show the advanced features of OpenHtml ToPdf. To generate the
documentation a FreeMarker template is used to finally generate the HTML to render with
OpenHtmIToPdf. FreeMarker allows to do conditionals and calculation within the template. This
Isnot pure MV C but very useful to generate areport HTML. In combination with the excellent
FreeMarker support in the (expensive) IntelliJ IDEA IDE thisis avery productive environment to
build reports. Please |ookup the source of this document if you want to know some tricks not
explicit mentioned in this documentation.

Pagebreak Tuning

In aperfect world st yl e="page- br eak- i nsi de: avoi d" would just work and all reports would
look beautiful. OpenHtmIToPdf triesits best to avoid a page break inside. But thisis not always
possible and aso rather complex. If you know or can calculate how much space a block will take
you can use the specidl - f s- page- br eak- i n- hei ght CSS property on the block. Y ou can specify
the minimum height needed on the page any not relativ CSS unit (e.g. in cm but not in %). If that
amount of space is not remaining on the page, a pagebreak happens before the block is drawn.

Objects

OpenHtmIToPdf comes with some builtin objects, which you can use to quickly create diagrams,
add background PDF images and so on. To use them include the openhtmltopdf-objects
dependency in your pom:

Mer ge Background PDF

Y ou can add awatermark / background to your document. To do so you should place

into the top-left corner of the document. This must be the first element drawn, as otherwise it
would override override the already drawn content. Look at the source of this document for more
details.

JFreeGraph

For simple charts you can use the builtin objects for JFreeGraph. Note: Y ou must specify the
dependency to JFreeMarker in your POM, because it is declared an optional dependency on
openhtmltopdf-objects.
