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Overview

This document is an appendix to the document PowerView-Hub-REST-API-v2.pdf which describes
the PowerView® Hub REST API. The source of the original document is unknown, but it seems it

might have been published by Hunter Douglas.

This appendix document describes some methods which are missing in the original document, or not
fully described. This is based on reverse engineering by intercepting the communication between the

PowerView app and the PowerView Hub.

Scene Collections

Scene collections are no longer supported by the PowerView app. To be precise, creating new scene
collections is no longer supported, but editing and deleting existing scene collections is still possible (for
now). They are still fully supported by the PowerView Hub (for now).

Please see original document. Important note, though: Hub v2 redirects /api/scenecollections to
/api/sceneCollections. The latter can also be called directly to avoid redirection, but Hub v1 only supports
the former:
